Prayer Path, Volume V #5: “Each touched by the Flame”

Acts 2:  1When the day of Pentecost came, they were all together in one place. 2Suddenly a sound like the blowing of a violent wind came from heaven and filled the whole house where they were sitting. 3They saw what seemed to be tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on each of them. 4All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them.

Sometimes among Christians there is a pseudo-hierarchy created between long time members and those new to the congregation. I find it interesting that when the Day of Pentecost came that they all were gathered in one place and all were touched by the Holy Spirit. Matthias the brand new guy received a portion just like Peter and others. “All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit.”
This gift of the Spirit was not horded but immediately put into use to spread the Good News to people from many different lands.  

I take away three important insights from this passage:

1. God’s Spirit can come with great power when we gather together in one accord.

2. Longevity within the fellowship is not the measuring stick. The measure is one’s love for the Lord and willingness to be a servant of the Word.

3. The gifts we receive from the Spirit are seeds waiting to burst forth. It is up to us to bring our gifts to useful fruition and glorify our God.

Let us pray:  Holy Spirit place your flame in our hearts and point us toward fruitful ministry. May we speak clearly on your behalf to those who have not heard your promise.
